e During the Planning Process, translators were available in Spanish,
Chinese, and Korean.

e BE A STAR Project provides behavioral-emotional assessments and
screenings to children ages 0-5. It will develop an inter-operable data
system to track screenings, assessment, referrals, and treatments in
coordination with Alameda County.

e The BEST Project identifies and fills the resource gaps inherent in the

current early intervention services and will primarily benefit the low-income

students without Medi-Cal (undocumented and uninsured students).
e Community Education/Supports will provide financial resources and

technical assistance to community based organizations serving underserved
cultural populations in order to implement support groups and strategies to

address trauma and other needs.
